If you are a goalkeeper please ask your PE teacher if you can borrow a set of kit for each session if you do not have your own and also make on the player registration that you are.

NOTE: If you have already been selected to attend the JRPC (Junior Regional performance Centre) you do not need to attend the JDC, but you are welcome to do so if you want the extra coaching. If you attended the JRPC assessment but were unsuccessful you need to attend the JDC if you want progress to the JAC after Christmas.
